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2006 MINIMUM GAME SUSPENSIONS FOR EJECTIONS   4/06 
Players reported by referee for discipline but red card not given, can still be suspended.
Two Yellows or Red Card for NON-TACKLE FOULS – 1 GAME e.g. :-
Handling ball or pulling opponents shirt to stop goal / Game delay / Non-abusive dissent / Entering or leaving field without permission / Swearing at opponent / Tackle from side or behind but playing the ball and fouling the opponent in the process.

VIOLENT CONDUCT  e.g. :-
Attempting a punch with no contact made / Spitting at player but not on – 2 GAMES
Tackle with studs up / Elbowing opponent in head while playing the ball – 3 GAMES.
Tackle with deliberate intent to injure / Punching or Head butting opponent / Spitting on a player / Any violent conduct with no intent to play the ball – 4 or 5 GAMES.
Player on field enters a scuffle between two players and punches opponent – 5 or 6 Games. 
Leaving the sideline, or bench to join in a discipline problem on the field – 6 GAMES. 
If deliberate violent conduct draws blood, suspension may be increased by – 2 GAMES.
Opponent retaliates to any of above – 1 or 2 GAME decrease from suspension listed above.
IMPROPER BEHAVIOR / CONTACT / LANGUAGE TOWARD GAME OFFICIALS e.g. :-
· Improper language, not foul and abusive – 2 GAMES.
· Foul abusive language or indecent gesticulating to officials, before, during or after game, includes harassing or insulting officials from the sideline – 3 GAMES. 

· Threatening language or attempting to attack official and had to be restrained from possibly     assaulting official – 4 to 6 GAMES.
· Physical contact with official, not an assault (like punching, slapping, spitting on, kicking or deliberating running into official knocking to ground) e.g. :-  Grabbing officials arm / While talking to official, bumps him-her / Spitting at but not on / Knocking player passes, discipline card or equipment to the ground – 8 to 12 GAMES. 
After receiving red card - ADDITIONAL GAMES for each of the occurrences below:


Arguing Refusing to leave field and or bench area – 1 GAME.


Swearing or insulting game officials – 2 GAMES.  


Threatening officials – 3 to 4 GAMES.    
Each occurrence shall have accumulative game suspensions added onto original reason for red card ejection.
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· Red card player passes should be mailed by the referee to the League Discipline Representative (not Ken Brown).  League Representative must hold pass until they receive notification by E-MAIL of player’s game suspension from the CSSA Discipline Chairman.  
· Leagues are responsible to ensure that players serve their suspension, even if they do not receive player pass from referee.
· Players shall officially serve suspension in the league where red card was received, only scheduled games his team plays, does not include postponed, cancelled or forfeited games.  
· Player CANNOT PLAY IN ANOTHER LEAGUE he is registered with while under suspension.  Player can only play in another league after he has completed the game suspension in the league the red card was given.  
· If a player is found to have played while under suspension, an Additional Minimum 8 to 12 Game suspension will be given the player, banning him from all soccer activities.  He may also be fined by the CSSA.  
· The CJSA and CSRP will be notified of the player’s suspension from all soccer activities.
GAME OFFICIAL ASSAULT (Includes AR) e.g. :– 

· Deliberate Punching; Slapping; Kicking; Spitting on; Pushing or Running into and knocking official to the ground.  Player will be given a hearing with the State Discipline Committee.
· Red card player passes should be mailed by the referee to the State Discipline Chairman, who must hold until they receive notification by E-MAIL of player’s game suspension from the CSSA Discipline Chairman.   
Leagues have to monitor yellow cards and have players sit out 2 GAMES when they reach a total of 6 yellow cards.

· For each additional 2 yellows received in one calendar year after the six yellow two game suspension is served – player must sit out an additional 2 GAMES.
· Players who receive a second red card, including two yellow ejections will have an additional 1 or 2 game suspension added on to his second ejection suspension.

Players in ALL LEAGUES MUST be made aware that violent conduct towards opponents, 
or verbal abuse, harassment, threatening actions on and off the field towards officials shall not be tolerated and shall be severely disciplined.  
Leagues MUST hold their teams, players and managers responsible for their behavior.
If referee makes an error and gives a yellow card for any of the above listed red card language or violent conduct discipline, it can be treated as a red card and player may be suspended.
REMINDER – The above suspensions are MINIMUMS
